Pot Carnations

If the saying “The earth laughs in flowers” (Ralph Waldo Emerson) is true, then someone has been having a good chuckle as these potted carnations do not hold back with their vibrant colours. Like the ‘spray’ and ‘standard’ carnation varieties the ‘pot’ carnation belongs to the genus Dianthus. The Dianthus family are versatile plants that are well known in gardens and nurseries.
Pot Carnations are evergreen, perennial, hardy and great to use in the front of garden beds or in containers. They perform best in the full sun where they will flower from spring through to the autumn months. Trimming off spent flowers will encourage a longer blooming time and more flowers. The flowers are scented, loved by butterflies and make super cut flowers for inside the home.

Carnations perform best in a well-drained, aerated soil with regular watering. That being said that have a good drought resistance once established. During the cooler months it is best to keep the plants slightly drier as they can be susceptible to root rot when watered too much.... remember that yellow leaves are a clear sign of over watering!
Carnation Super Trouper™ is an easy growing and long-blooming, dwarf carnation that boasts a wide range of colours. Regular feeding will encourage blooms that are borne on their short sturdy stems. Their leaves form neat clumps of linear, waxy blue – green foliage. They have a good cold tolerance and can handle a light frost. Mature height is approximately 25 – 30 cm and they have an upright growth habit.
Sunflor™ Carnations can be grown outdoors where they will provide months of continual blooms. Their approximate mature height is 15 - 20 cm. They are able to grow indoors but ensure they have no direct sunlight from hot windowsills, rather choose a warm indirect light area. They have a good cold tolerance and can even handle a light frost. Their blooms are fully double, striking in colour and slightly scented. They make for pure pleasure in the garden or in the home. 

Odessa™ Carnations reach approximately 25 – 30 cm in height and are slightly taller than the Sunflor™ varieties. They have grey green foliage which is narrow and grass like and has a mat forming neat growth habit. They come in a range of bright coloured flowers which are born on sturdy stems, these make them a great cut flower option in the garden.
